*   Pencil crayons, scissors and spinner tacks

	PROCEDURE

	Introduction (5 min.):

	Hook/Attention Grabber: SMART Notebook file with a picture of a cheetah on it. Did anyone do any googling on their own time?
Assessment of Prior Knowledge: Last class we put together the puzzle of our topic about cheetahs and brainstormed 5 things we wanted to learn about. What do we remember about:
1) How do they run fast? (Muscular legs, lean body)
2) Why do they run fast? (to catch their food)
3) How do their spots grow? (Cheetahs are born with spots)
Expectations for Learning and Behavior: Students will listen when others are talking and will raise their hands if they have an idea to share.
Advance Organizer/Agenda: Today we are going to take a look at some cheetah websites to try and figure out:
1) What do they eat?

2) What sound do they make?
Transition to Body: Let’s watch this video that came up when I “googled” cheetahs and see if we can find out information on what sound they make. http://soundbible.com/tags-cheetah.html

	Body (20 min.):

	Learning Activity #1: 

Think-Pair-Share:

Have students spend a minute without talking to think individually about something they learned from the video. Then students will discuss with the person beside them. As a group we will then come together and ask for ideas of what we learned about cheetahs. Write the ideas on the board.
Assessments/Differentiation:
Observe student discussions and student ideas.
Learning Activity #2: Finish playing pin the spots on the cheetah.
Show a picture of a cheetah to the students. Discuss with students the spots and coloring on the cheetahs. Tell students that cheetahs are one of the few “big cats” to be born with their future coloring (their spots). 

Show life-size cheetah drawing and have students play pin the spots on the cheetah, because there’s no such thing as an un-spotted cheetah. . 
Learning Activity #3: Have students color in their own cheetah cut-outs according to what they learn about the appearance of cheetahs and cut them out. If students finish this they can make food for the cheetah/ a home and them name their cheetah.

Assessments/Differentiation:
Collect the student drawings to get an idea of what students already know about cheetahs. If students want to write down their ideas they have that option as well.

	Closure (5 min.):

	Consolidation/Assessment of Learning: Observe students while they are making their cheetah drawings. Ask students to explain to me and/or the class why they are drawing what they are drawing based on what they already know about cheetahs.
Feedback From Students: Collect cheetah drawings to gather how much students already know about cheetahs. 
Feedback To Students: Today we looked at a video to learn more about what cheetahs eat and what sound they make.
Transition To Next Lesson: Thanks for a wonderful couple classes, next week you’ll be back to waterslides with Ms. Barnes!


Reflection from lesson:


This lesson went really well, the students were able to answer the key questions about cheetahs that we have covered over the last few classes. We were able to have everyone finish the pin the spots on the cheetah activity and get close to finishing the cheetah cutouts we were working on. Again with this group the classroom management issues would be easier to deal with if I knew the students names! If I were to do the lesson again I would include more visuals into the review part at the beginning of the lesson. These visuals would help reinforce the material and represent it one more way to help the students remember. 

Using the YouTube video to show to the students what sound cheetahs make worked really well. If I were able to continue teaching this class I would have like to take the students into the computer rooms and do some “googling” with them. Teaching in a computer lab with all the distractions would have been a very good learning experience and chance to work on my classroom management.
